Add those sky-rocketing Steelhead into the mix and you've got the
makings of a fun filled day of world class sportfishing!The steelhead trout is a rainbow trout
that has spent a part of its life in the sea. Adult steelhead like fast, deep, running water. Fish
the deep holes in the stream. Fish the fast, white water areas and behind rocks and log jams.
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
