Fishing Overview

South Carolina has a total of 45 artificial fishing reefs. The most visited of these is right off the
coast, near North Myrtle Beach. The Jim Caudle Reef is located just 2 &frac12; miles off the
Little River shoreline. The Jim Caudle artificial reef project enhances fishing and aids fish
stocks by creating a habitat. Those who regularly fish Myrtle Beach know that some of the
largest and most prized fish can be caught off the coast of South Carolina, which is one reason
the local fishermen work every month of the year.In the winters, fish such as sea bass or
grouper are abundant and keep the locals busy. In warmer weather, the most common fish
caught are black sea bass, snapper, grouper, larger sea bass, trigger, dolphin, wahoo, and
king mackerel.Check with the Dockmaster for updates on where to catch the big ones!
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
