Fishing Overview

big one; Tuna, Wahoo, Mahi-Mahi, Sailfish, and Marlin.  The offshore ledges and live bottom 

areas produce Grouper, Red Snapper, and other bottom fish in great numbers.Closer to shore, 

fishing out of Winyah Bay have many productive wrecks, artificial reefs, and live bottom area to 

choose from. Here on these fishing grounds you can fish several methods, from bottom 

fishing, drifting and slow trolling, trolling spoon and plugs, to fly fishing. Search from everything 
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
